1) The “Application for Residence Permit” (4 pages) form must be filled out.  Any items that do 
not apply, just put N/A for Not Applicable. Only one copy need be filled; we will photocopy.   
 
 9b: “Address to which Permit should be sent”: put Arrupe Jesuit University, 16 Link 
Road, Mount    Pleasant   Phone: 0242 745 411 
 
 9c: “Proposed Address”: Arrupe Jesuit University, 16 Link Road, Mount Pleasant   04 
745 411 
 13: Profession:  Student 
 
 14: Qualification:  N/A 
 
 15 – 18  N/A 
 
 24: Character References:  List any two references from your university or work place. 
 
 25: Print your name clearly and sign 
 
 “Declared before me…” can be filled by the Notary :   at =place where it is signed, date, 
Name, Signature.  “Attestation Status” put “Court Notary”    If the one attesting has a stamp or 
seal, please use that anywhere in the no. 26 area.  Address is of  whoever does the attestation.  
 
2) A copy of the passport data page.   
 
3) 2 passport size photos, certified by the person certifying the application.  “Certified true 
likeness of  (name) (Signature of one certifying) 
 
 
4) You must have a chest X ray done within six months before entering. The Xray itself is not 
needed, but you must have a letter from a doctor saying that he has looked at the Xray and 
there are no indications of TB or other pulmonary diseases.  (If this is not in English a translation 
should accompany, (“Certified True Translation” written on it, signed by any priest with 
“Minister of Religion” under the name.)  
 



 
5) Police clearance from country of origin (or, if that is too difficult, from place of recent 
residence) If the conclusion is in another language than English, a certified translation should be 
provided as in no. 3 above.
